2. PRECAUTIONS

1. Do not block vents!
2. Make sure the inlet and outlet vent is not blocked.

3. Do not insert foreign objects into the air diffuser of the air conditioner.
It is very dangerous since the fan rotates at high speed.

4. Install the device only on a horizontal surface to prevent condensed
water leakage.

5. Do not install the floor-mounted air conditioner in the following
places:

- in places exposed to direct sunlight;

- in the vicinity of open fire sources;

- in the vicinity of other operating heating devices;

- in places where water or steam splashes can contact the device;
- in rooms with increased humidity;

- close to swimming pools, bathrooms and shower rooms.

6. Do not use the device in an explosive or corrosive environment.
Do not store gasoline and other volatile flammable liquids near the air
conditioner — it is very dangerous!

7. Use the device to cool down air at ambient temperature 17-32°C. To
use the device as a heater the room temperature must be 5-23°C.

Fit the air exhaust hose in the housing at the back of the appliance (fig. 1).
Fit the window outlet to the end of the hose.

Place the air conditioner near a window or French window.

Adjust the length of the hose to reach the window.

If you have a sash (window), place the bracket on the window sill, extend
the bracket fully within the window frame fix the bracket by using the pin,
then lower the window into the bracket.

If you have a double window, use the sucker provided to hold the two
parts of the window together (fig. 4).
